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Rules and regulations for open call for
the 2011 Artist-in-residence program
‘Van Gogh My Inspiration’

I. Description

Vincent van GoghHuis in Zundert, Netherlands, announces an open call for Dutch and
international artist-in-residence program to take place in Zundert in 2011. The Call
is a competition. Artists are invited to submit their portfolios, from which Jury of the
Vincent van GoghHuis will choose 10 artists who will be invited to create and exhibit
their artworks in Zundert.

The objective of the open call is to stimulate and promote artists who find themselves
inspired by Vincent van Gogh’s artistic output. The program is also aimed at widening
awareness of Zundert as the birth place of Van Gogh, as well as his source of inspira-
tion. We want to sparkle international interest for our Museum.

Il. Rules and regulations

Key dates

1. Date of entry for the participants from 1 January to 1 March 2011
2. Jury voting closes on 15 March 2011

3. Announcing the winners 1 April 2011

4. Program duration: 10 months

Eligibility

1. The competition is open to Dutch and international artists, working in the follow-
ing media: drawings, paintings, printmaking, photography, digital art, sculpture,
video/film, wearable art (clothing or jewelry), installations, mixed media.

2. Age of participants is above 21 years

3. Participants have to had graduated Fine Art School in their country and have docu-
ments proving their graduation

4. Participants have to be able to communicate in Dutch or/ and English language
throughout all competition stages as well as during their stay in Zundert.
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Entry submission

1. Each artist must submit a portfolio in one of chosen forms: per email or as a hard
copy via post or courier.

2. Deadline for receiving portfolios is: 1 March 2011

3. Portfolios must include:
- At least five (5) but not more than seven (7) photographic reproductions of recent
or/and past artworks. All works will indicate title, technique, year of execution at-
tached to the photocopy (in case of post and courier submission ) or in the file title
(in case of online submission)
- Artistic statement and motivation - describing in approximately 300 words what
kind of work will be produced in Zundert and what is the inspiration behind it.

- Contact Information with email, telephone and webpage if existing

4. Acceptable submission formats and guidelines

A. Mail submission
- Images should have a width of 800 pixels in .jpg format and in RGB color mode
(not CMYK).
- Please do not add borders, watermarks, or text of any kind. The resolution
should not exceed 300 dpi.
- File size limitation: The file size for each image is limited to 1 MB (or 1000KB).
- For written documents: .doc file or .pdf file or high quality scans
- Art must meet size limitations for on-line submission but there is no size limit on
the original

B. Postal/ courier submission (hard copy)
- Original artwork will not be accepted, only high quality color photo-copies of
chosen art works

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Jury

Vincent van GoghHuis Jury was appointed by Ron Dirven, director-curator of Vincent
van GoghHuis, and consists out of experts in the field of art as well as Vincent van
GoghHuis employees:

- Ron Dirven, director-curator

- Eva Geene, assistent-curator

- Rebecca Nelemans - art historian & Van Gogh expert

- Monika Zameta - art historian

2. Jury will select the artists and their work for the residence program.

3. The decision of the Jury will be final.

Selection criteria of the submitted artwork
1. The selection criteria of the competition will be defined by the creativity, quality and
originality, message and visual impact of submitted portfolios.

Notification of winning

1. Selected artists will be contacted after the Jury makes the selection, Jury members
or/and employees are not allowed to give to participants any details and informa-
tion of the taking decisions or discussed topics during the Competition and Judging
time.

2. Vincent van GoghHuis will inform who got into the second stage of competition and
who didn’t through email.

3. Vincent van GoghHuis will contact all winners a week after, but not later than 2
weeks after Jury’s final choice by email or/and telephone.

Residence period

1. All details of stay will be discussed and adjusted individually with each one of the
resident artists.

2. Vincent van GoghHuis secures the place to stay for the resident artists.

3. Vincent van GoghHuis covers expenses for art supplies up to a maximum of €
500,-.

4. Vincent van GoghHuis does not cover travel expenses to Zundert and personal ex-
penses.

5. Artists will be assisted by the museum’s staff

6. Artists are allowed for a monthly stay in Zundert, they will create their art works
during residence stay.

7. Artist will grant 2 out of all works created in Zundert to Vincent van GoghHuis - one
for the collection - one for the art auction second for the exhibition, summing up
the Van Gogh My Inspiration program.

8. Van GoghHuis covers promotional and PR issues during the Competition as well as
during whole residence period including exhibition.
